ACROSS THE MIDLAND DOCKS AT KING & BAY STREET
The Farmers’ & Artisans’ Market is committed to creating a diverse marketplace with the highest quality, locally produced products, baked goods and unique artisans’ available.  
Products

All products must be grown, raised, produced, caught, gathered or crafted by the vendor primarily within Simcoe County and within 100 mile radius.  The categories and definitions of products sold at the Market are but not limited to:

Farm products are grown or raised by the Farmer upon land that she/he controls through ownership, lease, rental or other legal agreement.  These products are fresh fruits and vegetables, honey, eggs, herbs, grains, flours, livestock, poultry, smoked meat and dairy products.  Reselling of any produce will not be allowed.  Eggs are to be certified at an approved grading station and information regarding this and handling of products are to contact Simcoe Muskoka District Health Unit at 705-325-9565.
Processed farm products are farm products made from raw ingredients, a majority of which are grown and produced by the farmer.  These products include all farm products that must in some way be processed including cheeses, dried fruits and vegetables, juices, jam or other processed agricultural products.

Foods that are processed products that the vendor made from raw ingredients which have been cooked, dried, baked, preserved, including artisan baked goods, spreads and condiments.  Please contact Simcoe Muskoka District Health Unit at 705-325-9565 for compliance.
Fish that has been caught by the producer in the waters surrounding Simcoe County.

Nursery products that are grown or raised by the gardener or farmer.  Nursery products are fresh cut or potted flowers, bedding plants, seeds, perennials, annuals, trees or shrubs that are propagated from seed, cuttings, bulbs, plugs or plant division.

Processed non-food products are by-products that the vendor has grown and are handcrafted or processed at their farm or home by the vendor.  An example is beeswax, beeswax candles, milk soap etc.
Artisans who have made or produced their products by hand that are not made from commercial kits or items bought for resale.  Items can be made from any medium including pottery, jewellery, woodcarvings, sculptures, paintings, doll making, woolens/textiles, paper, drawings, etchings, glass, stained glass, furniture, knits and specialties etc.
POLICIES AND PROCEDURE

1. All products must be grown, raised, produced, gathered or made by the vendor who live or operate their business within Simcoe County or within 100 mile radius only with no reselling.  Vendors cannot transfer or sublet their booth space.
2. All sellers must abide by and all products must comply with federal and local regulations governing health, packaging, labeling, etc and adhere to the highest standards in safe food production and handling. 

3. Vendors are responsible for insurance covering personal liability and product liability.
4. Seasonal vendors will have designated spots that have been chosen and mutually agreed by vendor and Market Manager.  Seasonal vendors are those who have made payment for the full season before the first market of the season.   There are no application or membership fees.
5. Monthly vendors will have designated spots that have been chosen and mutually agreed by vendor and Market Manager.  Monthly vendors are those who have make payment in advance for the following month.  There are no application or membership fees.
6. Casual vendors will be assigned a booth by the Market Manager.  There are no administration or membership fees.  The Market Manager assigns day booth spaces to vendors as they arrive at the market.
7. Vendors may set up one hour before the market opens and close no sooner that 2:00 pm each Sunday.  Exceptions will need to be known in advance to the Market Manager.
8. Vendors must show up on time unless they have notified the Market Manager that they will be late or not coming.  If vendor fails to show, the market manager can give away their designated spot to a casual vendor for that Sunday.  There will be no refunds issued.
9. Prices on products must be clearly marked before selling. If produce is organic, a certificate must be shown.  There is no selling of any products before the opening bell at 9:00 am each Sunday.
10. All samples offered by vendors must meet the following criteria: stored in rigid, covered containers until serving, pre-cut away from the sales unit under clean and sanitary conditions (toothpicks provided); waste container provided.

11. Pets and live animals are prohibited for vendors with the exception of guide/service dogs. 
12. No smoking inside the vendor booths.

13. Vendors are able to drive up to their booth and park their vehicle in front of their tents in the north booths only.  South side booths are for tents only.  Alternative parking is on Bay or King Street leaving parking spaces for customers on Bay Street. 

14. There is no electricity available.  Vendors are to plan for alternatives such as coolers, generators, etc.
15. Each vendor will have a display area of 10 feet X 10 feet.

16. Vendor is to supply their own folding table or table of choice, table cloths, folding chair, canopy, umbrella, tarp, waste container. Every market day, no matter the weather, all canopies or other booth covers are required to have weights on all legs sufficient to keep the covering in place during windy conditions.  A sign will be supplied to all vendors who have registered prior to their market day with the name of their farm or company.  You may supply your own sign as well as indication of affiliated memberships that you belong to.
17. Vendors with on-premise prepared foods and baked goods are required to have a full canopy covering their booth.  An umbrella is satisfactory if it is sufficiently weighted and covers the entire table area.  Food products are to be wrapped and labeled with the ingredients and vendor name.
18. The Market Manager shall have the right to inspect stalls to see that the area meets health and safety guidelines and product legitimacy.  

19. At the end of the market, spaces should be cleaned and returned to the condition as found.  All waste must be disposed of off-site.

20. The vendor, in participation in the Midland Farmers’ and Artisans’ Market held at the parking lot adjoining 212 King Street in Midland, agrees to hold harmless the Town of Midland, Market Manager, volunteers from and against all claims, causes of actions, demands, debts, damages, judgments, costs or expenses (including attorney fees), or other losses of any nature or kind arising from, relating to, or in any manner connected with market activities.

CONDUCT RULES
· No loud or disturbing actions will take place on the market grounds that interfere with the rights, comforts or convenience of market attendees or vendors.  No hawking, calling attention to products or selling products in an aggressive manner is allowed.
· No vendor shall play or allow to be played any radio or other sound instrument at a sound level which may annoy or disturb vendors or customers.

· Market vendors and customers shall behave in a respectful manner towards each other.  No threatening, verbal abuse or harassment is allowed.  Any vendor who hires others to man the booth are subject to the same policy and the vendor is responsible for their behavior.
· Behavior, which is threatening, abusive or harassing shall constitute a violation of the Midland Farmers’ & Artisans’ Market policies and procedures, and rules and is grounds for immediate termination of the market at the sole discretion of the Market Manager.  
· All incidences should be directed immediately to the Market Manager located on the grounds by cell (705-427-4777) or at the Info Booth located at the south east corner of the market.

EDUCATION AND COMMUNITY ORGANIZATIONS
Groups, individuals and organizations providing education and community outreach may apply free stall permits in the “Sunday Salutes” section of the park (southeast corner) with a maximum of three different groups participating to promote their organization.  These groups must follow the same policies and procedures as other vendors and must apply before the day of the market they wish to participate in.

By signing the Vendor Application, the vendor abides to the stated above policies and conduct rules of the Midland Farmers’ & Artisans’ Market.  It is understood that failure to comply with the policies and conduct rules may result in dismissal from the market for the remainder of the season and fees non-refunded.  
The vendor also agrees to the release of their name and/or photographs for use in current or future promotional publications, articles, website in connection with the Midland Farmers’ and Artisans’ Market.
